Using hands-on analysis of artifacts, and primary
sources, determine the identity of the people who would have
used them. This program involves an interactive archeology
and artifact analysis hands-on lesson. Field trips include a tour
of Scotchtown. SOLs: VS.1; VS.2c; VS.4a,e; VS.5a,b; USI.1;
USI.3a; USI.5b,c,d; USI.6a,c.
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Examine primary source documents, and participate in hands-on
colonial activities. Students will take on the identity of former
residents and look through the lens of their specific persona to learn
about varying household roles. This highly interactive program is fun
for all ages and can be held at Scotchtown or as an outreach in the
classroom. Fieldtrips include an interactive tour of the house and
kitchen.

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Scotchtown’s residents, including Patrick Henry used

enslaved labor to run the plantation. Investigate

primary sources including a letter written by Patrick

Henry on the issue of slavery. This hands-on program

includes artifacts, primary source analysis and craft

activities to try and get a glimpse of what life was like

for the enslaved residents of Scotchtown. Field trips to

Scotchtown include tour of the house and house slave quarters.

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Scotchtown was Patrick Henry’s home from 1771-1778 and where he
was living when he rode to St. John’s Church in Richmond to address
the House of Burgesses with his rallying speech “Give me Liberty or
Give me Death.” Students will discuss the impact of his Parson’s
Cause speech made at Hanover Courthouse as well as his
participation in the Virginia Ratifying Convention of 1788. This program
is offered as an outreach or as a fieldtrip. A visit to Scotchtown
includes a tour of the house and grounds.

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Compare the Anti-Federalist views of Patrick Henry to the
Federalist John Marshall's thoughts on the U.S.

Examine the details of both men’s lives to
better understand where their beliefs about forming our
new nation came from and why they were so important to
Americans then and now. Like our founding fathers,
students will then be able to add their opinion on our
constitution using quill pens and ink at the end of the
program.
